Day 1:  Guilin (or Shanghai)/Kunming air                                          

Fly to Kunming and stay in centrally located Grand Park Hotel. B 
 

Day 2: Kunming                           

Kunming is a renowned city of landscape and nicknamed “City of 

Eternal Spring”.  Today’s highlight is the Stone Forest, one of 

China’s most remarkable nature phenomena. B, L 

 

Day 3: Kunming/Lijiang                             air 

Fly to Lijiang and visit the Old Town of Lijiang, a World Heritage 

Site. Stay in your superior first class hotel located at the entrance of 

the Old Town. B, L 

 

Day 4: Lijiang 

Drive out of the city to the mountains, where we’ll take chair lift to  

 

 

the Yak Meadow of Jade Dragon Mountain, which has rich 

vegetation coverage, featuring distinct and complete alpine vertical  

ecosystem from subtropical zone to Frigid Zone.  B, L 
 

Day 5: Lijiang/Shangri-la  coach      

Drive on the Yunnan-Tibet Highway to the upper reaches of the 

Yangtze River and visit the Tiger Leaping Gorge and the First 

Bend of the Yangtze River and the Shigu Town. Beautiful 

mountain view en route. Continue driving to Zhongdian (now 

officially named Shangri-la County), which is a beautiful mountain  

area inhabited by Tibetans. Enjoy the beautiful scenery en route. 

Upon arrival in Shangri-la, check into your centrally located superior 

first class hotel. B, L  
 

Day 6: Shangri-la 

More than half a century ago, British writer James Hilton wrote a 

novel entitled Lost Horizon.  The novel described a place called 

“Shangri-la”, which had snow-capped mountains, forests, gorges and 

lakes, and the beautiful scenery made people linger. Now more and 

more evidences have shown that Shangri-la is located in this area.  

Today’s highlights include the Ganden Songzanlin Monastery (the 

largest Lamasery outside of Tibet), Shangri-la Old Town where 

you will learn more of the Tibetan community and Tibetan culture, 

and Yila Grassland where you will enjoy the beautiful grassland. B,
